Dear Community Member,

As we work to enhance access to high-quality healthcare services
in Cincinnati and western Hamilton County, we would like to update
you on progress being made to the plans for our proposed hospital
in Green Township.

Mercy Health Partners has acquired the rights to purchase 60
acres of land on North Bend Road near I-74. Development of this
land is pending zoning changes and government approval.

We plan to use this centrally-located site as the hub for our efforts
to expand access to acute care, primary care and a variety of
outpatient services, including chronic care management. This will
help us continue our Mission and rich history of responding to the
healthcare needs of the community; a tradition that was founded
by the Sisters of Mercy and the Franciscan Sisters of the Poor
when they arrived in Cincinnati more than 150 years ago.

Below are highlights of our plans for the development.

¢ We are developing a state-of-the-art hospital that will offer
leading physicians in a wide range of specialties, new
technology, and the latest advancements in patient care and

comfort. The hospital will also expand access to key healthcare
services such as heart, cancer and emergency care.
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The proposed hospital would be built on the 60-acre parcel
and located close to I-74. According to preliminary plans, the
nearest point of the hospital would sit more than 2,000 feet
(approximately seven football fields) from North Bend Road and
St. Ignatius of Loyola.

A Traffic Impact Study is being conducted with the Hamilton
County Engineer’s office and the Green Township Administration.
It takes a comprehensive look at current traffic conditions

along North Bend Road, how the new hospital would impact
traffic flow, and what recommendations would be made to
accommodate additional traffic flow.

The main access road to the new hospital would be on North
Bend Road, approximately half way between Kleeman and
Boomer roads. This would allow for direct and easy access to
the campus. A secondary access drive would be developed on
Kleeman or Boomer and would only be used in the event the
main access road would be unavailable.

We are excited about the progress we are making in developing
plans for the proposed site. We will continue to work with and
be respectful of the community and Green Township leaders in
considering ways to expand access to healthcare services for the
residents of Cincinnati and western Hamilton County.
