Beginning on July 15th
(weather permitting) work will
begin on the roof of the 718
building. This work will take
about two weeks and will
involve some amount of
noise on the top of the 718
building during normal
business hours. The work
will also involve partially
shutting down the entrance
to the Pink lot off of Market
street, as well as shutting
down all of the center
parking spaces in the Pink
lot. There will still be access
to the East entrance of the
718 building. During the
time there will be a crane on
site. The operator has been
instructed that he will need
to lower his crane anytime a
helicopter is coming to land.
On the morning of the 15th
the entrance off of market to
the Pink lot will be
completely sealed off as
material will all be hoisted to
the roof throughout the day.
After this time the entrance
will be partially opened back
up.

St. Rita’s Trauma Center has
been re-verified as a Level i
Trauma Center by the
Verification Review Committee,
an ad hoc committee of the
Committee on Trauma of the
American College of Surgeons
(ACS).

This achievement recognizes
the trauma center’s dedication
to providing optimal care for
injured patients.

Verified trauma centers must
meet the essential criteria that
ensure trauma care capability
and institutional performance,
as outlined by the American
College of Surgeons’
Committee on Trauma.

The ACS Committee on
Trauma’s verification program
does not designate trauma
centers. The actual
establishment and the
designation of trauma centers
is the function of local,
regional, or state health care
systems agencies, such as the
local emergency medical
services (EMS) authority.

There are five separate
categories of verification in the
COT's program. Each category
has specific criteria that must
be met by a facility seeking
that level of verification Each
hospital has an on-site review
by a team of experienced site
reviewers, who use the current
Resources for the Optimal
Care of the Injured Patient
manual as a guideline in
conducting the survey.

Revenue Cycle Update
July, 2009

A new article, featuring Revenue Cycle information, will be published on a monthly basis. This first
article deals with Recovery Audit Contractors, (RACs.)

“RAC” is another new acronym (word formed from initials) making up our health-care alphabet
soup! RACs are a government program, initiated by CMS, with the goal of identifying
overpayments and underpayments of healthcare services. The program was initially in place in
three states - New York, California, and Florida, between 2005 and 2008. The program was so
successful identifying overpayments, of $357 million in 2007 alone, that it is now being rolled out
across the country. It is important to understand that the term “overpayment” doesn’t necessarily
mean “overbilling;” this term can also be used when the medical record lacks specific
documentation or the patient doesn’t meet stringent guidelines for a particular level of care. Ohio is
set to go-live under the RAC program in August, 2009. There are various contractors assigned to
each state. Ohio’s RAC contractor is CGI Technologies and Solutions, Inc.

The program is conducted by contractors that are paid on a contingency basis, meaning they
receive a portion of all overpayments they identify. What does this mean for hospitals and other
health care facilities - all medical record documentation must be complete and accurate, charges
must be posted timely and accurately, coding and billing must follow program guidelines, and we
must respond in a timely manner to all request for records from the RACs. Contractors are able to
request records for service back to 10/1/07. CGI will be reviewing some accounts based strictly on
the billed data, which is called an “automated review,” and will also conduct “complex reviews,”
which involve requesting a copy of the record. The volume of reviews may include up to 200
records every 45 days.

St. Rita’s has created a RAC team, chaired by Lisa Carroll, Director of Medical Records, and
Sandy Kaple, Director of UR, with team members from many departments on and off campus, as
well as representatives from our joint ventures. The team is focusing on being prepared to handle
the new process once we begin receiving review notices as well as reviewing known “hot spots,”
items RACs have concentrated on in states that have already been under review. Some of these
“hot spots” include: One day stays; Correct Patient Status; Wound Care Debridement; Chest Pain;
Medical Necessity of 3 day hospital stay prior to nursing home placement; Discharge Status;
Kyphoplasty; and billing of various OP therapies and treatments.

The Revenue Cycle Leadership Team will keep you informed on RACs and other critical revenue
cycle topics through In-Step, Management Team Meetings, and other sources of communication.

The simple match registration process requires a mouth
swab. Although it is a national registration for bone marrow matches throughout the country, some
members of our St. Rita’s family are especially hopeful for a match.

Emily Kahle is a 20 year old from Kalida who was diagnosed with acute lymphocytic leukemia in
Feb 2009 while attending college at U.T. Emily’s cure with chemo treatment was unsuccessful so her
only hope is a bone marrow / stem cell transplant. We are hoping to find a match for her or if not
her, maybe saving someone else’s life. Emily is the niece of Barb Hoersten (OR), Jane Merschman
(cancer registry) and cousin of Chef Renee Schnipke (nutrition services).
